Advertising will be restricted to Category A.


4. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
4.1
The regatta is open to all boats of the Vee Ess class that have registered their capitation for the current season with the Registrar of the V.S.S.A. Inc. 

4.2
All competitors must be financial members of an affiliated sailing club, the state Yachting Authority and the VSSA Inc. The registrar may accept membership of the VSSA Inc. after receiving a completed Membership Application and prescribed membership fee at least ninety minutes before the start of the day’s racing.

4.3
 All boats shall have third party insurance cover of not less than AUD$5,000,000 (recommended AUD$10,000,000) for any accident. All owners/competitors who sign the Entry Form are deemed to have made a declaration that they hold such cover.

Competitors may be required to produce evidence of such insurance and any competitor not holding this cover shall withdraw their entry.

4.4
Each Vee Ess whose entry is accepted shall be skippered by the helmsman & sailed by the crew nominated on the entry form.  Replacement skippers must come from the crew nominated on the entry form. In special circumstances only, the Race Committee may, at their discretion, allow for changes of the crew nominated on the entry form.  The intention of this clause is to ensure fair competition and will be considered if any crew application change is lodged.  The decision of the Race Committee is final.

1. Random checks will be made for items such as tow rings, pole end caps, black bands, proof of sail measurement, etc.


2. This is the preferred starting time for the first heat of the day.  However if required due to scheduled shipping movements, the starting times may be brought forward or delayed.  Note that no heat will start before 1300hrs nor later than 1645hrs except as detailed in point 3 below.
It is preferred that the second heat of the day start as soon as practicable after the conclusion of the first heat (ie back to back).  However the starter may be required to delay the start of the second heat of the day due to shipping movements.

The lay day has been declared a no-sail day.  Therefore if any heats are postponed there will be consideration of sailing a morning race.  Any such race will commence no earlier than 1100hrs.  Competitors will be advised no later than 1800hrs the day prior to any race starting outside the times nominated in point 2 above

VENUE


The regatta will be hosted by Port Hunter 16’ Sailing Skiff Club, Punt Rd, Stockton.  The races will be conducted in the waters in or off-shore of Newcastle Harbour.

COURSES

9.1
There will be two course formats, both windward /leeward, which shall be sailed in accordance with the sailing instructions.  Course 1 shall have an upwind finish whilst course 2 shall have a downwind finish.  No more than 5 races of each course shall be sailed.
The course length will be set to accommodate a race time of approximately 40 – 70 minutes, however longer or shorter actual race times shall not be considered as grounds for redress.

10
SCORING

10.1 Ten races are scheduled, of which five races are required to be
completed to constitute a series.

10.2 
When fewer than six (6) races have been completed, a boat’s series
score will be the total of her race scores.

10.3 When from six (6) to eight (8) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

10.4 
When nine (9) or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

10.5
The VSSA handicap system will apply for handicap results and scoring.  The VSSA handicap committee reserves the right to change a boat’s handicap at any time and without notice.

11
PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded to the overall winners of the National Title and the National Handicap Title.  A perpetual trophy will also be presented to the champion crew of both Titles.  
Prizes will also be awarded to placegetters of both titles.   

The Coal Board Shield will be presented to the winner of the last heat of the series on scratch.
The Sid Peare Memorial Trophy will be presented to the winning crew of the Sprint Series.

The Teams Trophy will be presented to either Teralba ASC or ” The Barbarians” (made up of all other clubs). First three finishers on handicap overall from each team to sum scores to determine the winner.

Daily prizes will be presented in the clubhouse after the completion of the day’s racing.  For each heat prizes will be awarded to the scratch & handicap winners.

In this Event application and declaration: “Club” means and includes: Kangaroo Island Yacht Club Inc & the Vee Ess Sailing Association and its directors, officers, members, servants or agents. "Claim" means and includes any action, proceeding, claim, demand, damage or expense however arising including but not limited to negligence but does not include a claim in respect of any action, suit etc made by any person entitled to compensation under a relevant Club insurance policy or under any right expressly conferred by the Club constitution. 

If accepted I will be permitted to participate in the Event subject to my complying with the terms and conditions of the Event, this declaration and any reasonable direction issued by the Event organisers or their representatives.

The Event rules & this declaration comprise a contract between me and the Club and are necessary and reasonable to promote and conduct the Event.  I also agree to abide by the rules and policies of Yachting Australia (copies of which are available from Yachting Australia), and be subject to the jurisdiction of Yachting Australia in relation to the application and enforcement of such rules and policies.

Warning:  Participation in the Event can be inherently dangerous.  I acknowledge that I am exposed to certain risks during my participation in the Event including, but not limited to, physical exertion and injury, bodily contact, falls, equipment failure and unpredictable weather conditions.  I acknowledge that accidents can and often do happen which may result in me being injured or even killed, or my property being damaged.  I have voluntarily read and understood this warning and accept and assume the inherent risks in participating in the Event.

WARNING UNDER THE FAIR TRADING ACT 1999

(a) release and will release the Club from all Claims that I may have or may have had but for this release arising from or in connection with my participation in the Event; and

(b) indemnify and will keep indemnified the Club in respect of any Claim by any person including but not only another participant in the Event arising as a result of or in connection with my participation in the Event.
